	Specifies a background image for a document

	<body link=xxxxxx>
	Specifies the default color of unvisited links in a document

	5
	<body vlink=xxxxxx>
	Specifies the color of the visited links in a document

	<b>
	Renders as bold text

	<i>
	Renders as italic text

	<center>
	The <center> tag is used to center text.

	9
	<div>
	The <div> tag defines a division or a section in an HTML document.
The <div> tag is often used to group block-elements to format them with styles.
        Example <div align = center> my text </div>

	<font>
	The <font> tag specifies the font face, font size, and font color of text.
       Example <font size=3 color=0000ff>…my text..</font>

	The <p> tag defines a paragraph

	The <table> tag defines an HTML table
 A simple HTML table consists of the table element and one or more tr, th, and td elements.
